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“The Goofy Brothers”

(Narrator walks towards center stage with some papers in her hand, but slips and the papers go
everywhere)

Narrator: Oooops! Now look what I’ve done. I've lost what I was going to say. Oh well, I’l]
just say enjoy the show! (Exits the stage)

(Scene opens with the Banker counting his money behind his desk)
Banker: Nine hundred ninety-nine thousand, nine hundred ninety-nine; one million!

(Security guard Smokey walks in slowly holding a cane in one hand and a gun in the other. He is
very old and doesn’t see well.)

Smokey: Is everything okey dokey here Sir?
Banker: Everything is okey dokey Smokey.

(Smokey shuffles out. Suddenly there is a commotion off stage. Robber I bursts in holding a very
Jfunny looking weapon - a can of silly string)

Robber 1:  Nobody move! I’'m here to steal some of your hard earned money. I want one
dollar. Did you hear me? One dollar, and give it to me in pennies because [ don’t
want to spend it all in one place.

(Robber 1 holds out a paper bag to the banker. The banker holds up a big red button marked

POLICE and pushes it, then takes the bag from Robber 1. Then Robber 1 goes behind the desk

and holds the banker around the neck. Smokey the security guard shuffles in eating a banana.)

Smokey: I heard a noise. Is everything okey dokey Sir?

Banker: Everything is okey dokey Smokey.

(Smokey shuffles out and tosses the banana peel over his shoulder. The Sheriff and Cop 1 & 2

enter in a single file. The Sheriff trips and falls on the banana peel. Cop 1 trips and falls on the

Sheriff. Cop 2 trips and falls on them all. The Sheriff hauls herself up and dusts herself off.)

Sheriff: Get a grip people. We have a job to do. (The Sheriff draws her gun)

(Cop I & 2 scramble to get up.)

Cop 1: Who pushed the red button, the BIG RED button? (Cop I draws her gun)
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Cop 2: Is there trouble here? Let me at it! Let me at it! (Cop 2 draws her gun)

(Robber 1 is still holding the Banker around the neck.)

Banker: Yes, someone stole a dollar from me and they just went that way! (Points {0 one
side of the stage. Robber | runs to the other side of the stage (o get his horse and
then runs across the stage. The Sheriff and Cop 1& 2 bang into each other while
trying to catch Robber 1. Run after him. They stop while Narrator is sitling.)

Sheriff: (To the Narrator) Which way? Which way?

(Narrator shrugs, then points to the opposite side of the stage where Robber | has exited.)

Narrator:  He went that way, Hurry!

(Sheriff and Cop 1 & 2 exit off stage. Robber I comes to center stage. Cop I and 2 are on one

side of the stage. The Sheriff is on the other. They are creeping up on Robber 1. Robber [ is

looking at the crowd through his binoculars.)

Robber 1:  Did anybody see them? Where’d they go?

Narrator:  Don’t worry, they’re kind of slow.

(Cop I ans 2 each grab one of the Robber 1's arms.)

Cop1&2: Caughtyal (Robber 1 is frightened. Sheriff handcuffs and shackles him.)

Sheriff: You can run but you can’t hide!
Cop 1: You’re going in the slammer!
Cop 2: Nothing but bread and water for you!

(Sheriff and Cop 1 & 2 escort Robber 1 off stage. Lights dim)

SCENE 2 (opens in the jail. There is only a desk with a pile of books on it and a cell. Sheriff,
Cop 1, Cop 2 enter pulling Robber 1 along with them. They stop center stage.)

Sheriff: Book hin guys!

(Cop 1 & 2 go to bang Robber 1's head with the books but mistakenly hit each other. They fall
over.)
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Sheriff: You guys are good for nothing sometimes.

(Sheriff bangs Robber 1's head with the book and he faints. The Sheriff. Cop 1 & 2 all drag
Robber 1 by his feet into his cell. The lights dim.)

SCENE 3 (Opens with Robber 2 sitting watching a TV screen. Robber 1 has his head poking out
of the TV.)

Narrator: ....and a final word of news tonight. The Miserly Savings Bank was robbed today.
Police are looking for this man. He is said to be armed and very, very dangerous.
Police ask everyone to be on the lookout and avoid all contact with this vicious
criminal. Wait....this report just came in. The police have nabbed this dangerous
criminal so everyone can sleep soundly tonight!

Robber 2: That can’t be my brother. He never gets caught. (Robber 2 holds his wallet upside
down to show he has no money.) 1 guess I'll have to rob a bank to get the bail
money. (Lights dim)

SCENE 4 (Opens with the Banker counting his money behind the desk)

Banker: Nine hundred ninety-nine thousand, nine hundred ninety-eight; nine hundred
ninety-nine thousand, nine hundred ninety-nine!

Smokey: (Shuffles in) Is everything okey dokey Sir?
Banker: Everything is okey dokey Smokey.

(Smokey shuffles out. Suddenly there is a commotion off stage. Robber 2 bursts into the room
holding a stick of wood and running with very small steps.)

Robber 2: This is a stick up. ( He holds his stick up in the air.) | want one dollar and one
cent and I want it in 5 dollar bills, oh wait, better make that pennies.

Banker: What’s this money for?

Robber 2: I'm trying to bail my brother out of jail. And by the way, I’'m the good looking
one! (Pulls a mirror out of his pocket and looks at himself. He gives the banker a

paper bag.)

(Banker holds up a huge red button with POLICE written on it. He pushes it. Robber 2 then
drops his stick to the ground and goes around the desk and grabs Banker around the waist. The
he decides to jump on his back. Banker begins to put money in the bag.)
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Robber 2:  You dropped one!
Narrator:  What a penny pincher!

(Banker bends over with Robber 2 on his back to pick up a coin. As he does this, Smokey comes

shuffling in.)

Smokey: I heard a noise. Is everything okey dokey Sir?

Banker: (Still has Robber 2 on his back) Everything is okey dokey Smokey.

(Smokey shuffles away but trips on Robber 2's piece of wood on his way out. He falls down , then

gets up and continues on. Next the Sheriff; Cop I and 2 enter in a rush in a single file. Sheriff
stops short and Cop 1 and 2 bump into her.)

Sheriff: Do you always have to be so clumsy? We have a job to do. (Pulls out her gun.)
Cop 1: Who pushed the red button, the BIG, RED button? (Pulls out her gun)

Cop 2: Is there trouble here? Let me at it! Let me at it! (Pulls out her gun)

Banker: Yes, someone just stole one dollar and one cent and they went that way. (Points

at the door and Robber 2 runs out.)

Sheriff: Stop that man! (Sheriff and Cop 1 & 2 run off stage and then back on.)
Cop 1: We couldn’t catch him!

Cop 2: He’s a speedy little fellow.

Sheriff: Don’t worry, justice will be done! (Lights dim.)

SCENE S (Opens to the jail. There is a desk with books on it and a cell containing Robber 1.
Sheriff, Cop I & 2 are sitting behind the desk with their feet up. Robber 2 enters from side
stage.)

Cop1&2: Can we helpyou?

Robber 2:  Whasup? I’'m here to bail out my brother.

(Sheriff gets up and takes the paper bag of money from Robber 2. Then she lets Robber I out of
his cell.)

See ya later alligator! (Robber | runs quickly off stage as Smokey, the securily
guard shuffles in very fast. He is out of breath.)

Wait! Stop everything.....that’s the robber who robbed the bank this afternoon!
(Smokey collupses on the floor.)

The jig’s up. Book him guys! (Cop I & 2 go bang Robber 2's head with books but
miss and hit each other instead. They fall down.) Do I have to do everything
myself? (Bangs Robber 2's head with a book and he faints. She drags him into his
cell and goes to help Cop 1 and 2 get up. The sheriff, Cop 1 & 2 all sit behind the
desk with their feet up.)

Oh wait, we forgot something. (Tukes a sheet off the desk and covers Smokey.
Then she goes and joins the others behind the desk. Lights dim.)

Where will he end up next? Nobody knows. Maybe in your town. Oh look! I think
I see him! ((narrator points to the back of the audience)
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
