Cop enters.
Cop: Excuse me ladies, could we have a word please?

Scene 3: Blair, Big D, Velda, Jade

Song: Whatya Want From Me - Adam Lambert

Bus stop, Bullies hiding behind a bush.

Big D: Yo Blair!

Blair: [Sigh]/ Here it goes again.

Big D: Hey, I heard you got a crush on Tiffany!

Blair: Leave me alone, I don’t know what you’re talking about.
Jade: We all know it, just admit it!

Blair tries to walk away, Velda and Jade block her.

Big D: Hey! You get back here! I’'m not finished with you yet!
Velda: Can I beat her up now?

Big D: Not quite yet, she hasn’t admitted it yet!
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Blair: There’s nothing to admit, you don’t know anything!

Jade: Yeah we do! We know you like Tiffany. We see the way you look at her.
Blair: If I admit it will you just leave me alone?!

Big D: Well we’ll have to see about that.

Cop: How soon will she wake up? I really need to talk to her!
Doctor: It all depends on her.
Cop: Okay, now are you ready to make a statement? ‘Cause I need names now.

Brooke: Yes, I’m ready to talk..

Scene 5: Everyone except Blair

Songs: She's So Mean - Matchbox 20, Darlin’ - Avril Lavigne

Classroom.

Teacher: Settle down, settle down now! Take your seats! Time for attendance! Cody? [here] Ella? [here]
Jane? [here] Tiffany? [here] Tyler? [here] Jade? [here] Velda? [here] Blair?... Anybody know where Blair

is?
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Big D: Um, she’s feeling a little ... under the weather.

[Knock knock knock)

Teacher: Come in!

Principal and Cop enter.

Jade: No, I am not going to jail for you. I will tell you everything just don’t send me to jail.

Music fades in will they are talking.

Seene 7: Tiffany, Brooke

Light fades, Tiffany in hallway at locker alone.
Tiffany: Ugh, where’s my math book? Oh, here it is. [Closes locker.]

Tiffany: Well ya see, there’s a problem. I like this girl, and T don’t know what to do, nobody knows I like
her, I mean NOBODY!

Brooke leaves.
